Modules: 

· Home – This is the home page of eBanking system, from this page user can click on Login link to go login page.
· Login – This is the login page for customer and employee. Customer and employee needs to login to access his account details and perform transaction over internet. System validates customer and employee login information stored in system and allow user to access the system after successful authentication. 
· Add Customer – Employee can use this page to add customer information.
· Remove Customer – Employee can delete customer information from this page
· Add Account – Employee can add savings and current account to customer id, one customer can have multiple accounts linked to his customer id.
· Remove Account – Employee can delete account from this page.
· Transaction – Employee can deposit or withdraw amount from selected account, system validates available balance before successful transaction.
· View Account – Customer can view all his account no and available balance amount in this page. Also customer can view account wise transaction statement by selecting account no from list.
· Add Payee– From this page customer can add payee details fro bill payment and fund transfer.
· Bill Payment– From this page customer can make payment for already added payee.
· Fund Transfer– Customer can transfer fund between his accounts.
· Profile– User can change profile information and password from this page
