IDEF - Integrated Employee Detail Finder - Vb.Net + Access / SQL Server

Abstract:

Employee Detail Finder (EDF) is a very elegant application that instantly accesses back-end resources to securely retrieve employee data across an organization. It can be used as a system to track specific details of any employee working in an organization. 

In one incredibly easy to use screen, typically accessed from an organizations intranet (though it can be invoked from any system), users across the organization can instantly find information related to any employee working in their organization irrespective of their geographical areas. 

Equally, each employee can check & update their profile thus enabling automatic updating of centrally stored details. This core module acts as a central employee database. Information captured in this module is utilized by all other modules‚ thus eliminating errors and increasing efficiencies in reducing the need to duplicate data.. 
Objective
In the current scenario, it is tedious for the users/developers of large organizational units to recollect employee details in the absence of an application that securely maintains the employee database, thus our project will deliver the centralized accessibility to all the relevant information required with respect to an employee. Main objective of EDF – Employee Detail Finder are

· Understanding the work structure (Reporting manager) of an employee

· Ability for new employees to get familiar with other existing employees.

· Maintenance of leave details .

· Understanding the working criteria of the employee by knowing his domain details. 

· Resource allocation made easier as with the help of EDF it becomes very easy to retrieve information of employee with the required skillsets.

· Finding the employee details in offline mode also. As it works in offline mode, any person even on remote location can find the details
· Retrieve details of training conducted for an employee, thus beneficial for the career development of an employee
· The  system is user friendly and it takes less time to get your hands on the information.

· Helpful for various departments to generate reports in order to scale the contribution of the employee.

Modules / Pages/ Screen: 
Master and Security module
Master and security module includes employee security management, login security, employee master data, managing employee personal details, leave details, salary details 

· Login – Check the system user by employee id and password, all users needs to enter user name and password to access the system, system check the user name and password and give access the system resource only valid user. System have security futures to close application after 3 wrong password entry. System force users to change his password after expiry and fist time login. System logs all access, in Activity Log table and admin user can view this log report for audit purpose.


· Change Password – Logged user can change login password from this screen, system enforce strick password complexity to ensure strong password to be used. Password complexity includes minimum password length, alpha numeric combination, include special character, not used last 3 passwords, upper and lower case character combination.


· Main Screen – It display available options, menus to the logged user. System validates users and provide access based on user type. It also show the name of user currently logged in.


· New Employee – This form used to enter new employee details, system generates employee id, User enters employee name, skill, education, work location, project name, etc. For new employee system generate password as same as employee id. System allow user to upload employee profile photograph. User can upload .JPG image file. This employee photo can be seen in all other modules. System force user to change this password at first time login. Employee id is candidate key and used all other table as reference key and represent as entity for employee in EDF system. System user can edit any information from this screen.


· Leave Details – In this screen system users can view and edit employee leave details. User can select employee id from list or can search employee id by employee name, email id.


· Personal Details – In this screen system users can view and edit employee personal details. User can select employee id from list or can search employee id by employee name, email id.


· Medical Details – In this screen system users can view and edit employee medical details. User can select employee id from list or can search employee id by employee name, email id.


· Reporting Structure – in these screen system users can view and edit employee reporting details. User can select employee id from list or can search employee id by employee name, email id. 


· Salary Details – In this screen system users can view and edit employee salary details. User can select employee id from list or can search employee id by employee name, email id.


· Training Details – in these screen system users can view and edit employee training details. User can select employee id from list or can search employee id by employee name, email id.


Report module
Report module includes view system activity log and generate employee details.

· Activity Log – System admin user can generate date wise user activity log for selected users or all users. This report display user wise login date time, change password date time, wrong password entry date time. User can export this data to Ms Excel file.


· Employee Register– In this report user can generate various employee related information like personal information, medical information, salary information etc. 


Search View Employee Module
In search module system user enter wild card search string to search employee information, user can enter employee id or employee name or email id. System perform pattern search and display all matching employee details in grid, System user can click on employee id to view employee profile information including profile photos.
